1. Stand the assembled stick ladder upright next to the tree so that all of the Tree Braces are firmly against
the tree. (Fig. 5)The stick ladder must be straight and vertical. DO NOT use on a leaning or dead tree. Tree
should have a diameter between 9 and 20 inches.

2. Press your weight on the first step so that the base of the bottom section settles firmly and completely into
the ground.

3. Attach each hook of the Buckle Strap Assembly to the Tree Brace @ (Fig.6) and wrap the strap around
the back of the tree.
